  The 2008 MSBL / MABL World Series kicked off the third decade of play for MSBL and 
MABL games in the Valley of the Sun, yesterday morning. 60+ WB American division teams 
the Chicago Skyliners and the Bothman Oaks squared off against each other at Tempe Diablo 
Stadium. Not unlike twenty-one years ago when we only offered two divisions (30+ / 40+), 
instead of the 34 we have this year. 
  Tempe Diablo Stadium looks a lot different and so does the surrounding area. The Buttes 
Hotel wasn’t completed and the complex only included two other satellite fields. In all, 38 
teams participated in that event, compared to 303 today. There was no internet or cell phones 
and tournament director Kurt Knop used a typewriter to prepare the days scores and a copier 
to make the 11x14 daily result sheets that he dropped off at several local hotels where the 
players were staying. What a difference a couple decades make. Teams this year will get their 
scores in real time (on the internet) via their personal communication devices and be able to 
access the WS Daily News on line and in color right in their hotel rooms.

  On June 21st, of this year longtime MSBL / 
MABL World Series umpire Hal Kaiser died 
after a lingering battle with Cardiovascular  
Obstructive Pulmonary Disease. He was 64 
years of age and during last years WS both 
his health and strength were noticeably on the 
decline. Despite that, Hal insisted on keeping 
up the duties that he had done for the past 20 
years of this event. By day he was an on field 
official, by night a WS office staff member. 
  In 1999 Hal received the umpire of the year 
award at the MSBL World Series banquet, in 
recognition of his dedication and exceptional 
qualities as an official. Six years later, Steve 
Sigler selected Hal for induction into the 
MSBL World Series Hall of Fame. Hal is the  
first and only WS MSBL / MABL umpire to 
receive this honor. He will be missed by all 
of us who were lucky enough to know him.

Remember that an umpire’s judgment is not protestable 
and neither is the time limit. According to the Official Rules 
of Major League Baseball “Annotated”,  
Professional Interpretation rule 4.10 states the following: 
“In making a decision as to when to invoke the curfew, the 
umpire shall rule that an inning or half-inning starts immedi-
ately after the third out of the preceding inning is made.”
