At the halfway point in week one, 7 teams 
are 3-0, and feeling very confident about their playoff chances. So much in fact that they are 
changing their rotations to allow their top pitchers to rest and be ready for the playoffs. These 
managers should also keep in kind the runs allowed category, which in the past has proven to 
be a bit of an achilles heel for some teams that ended up 3-3.

Each of these teams will play 5 games in three days. The 18+ playoffs will begin on Saturday 
and the championship games will be played on Sunday.
