Terry Van Gundy is a 61 year old MSBL
veteran of over 30 years who was the 1988
originator of the Arizona MSBL located in
and around the Phoenix area and one of the
most successful leagues in the MSBL
family. Last year Terry began the five

team Prescott (AZ) MSBL in a community
located about an hour and a half north of
Phoenix. MSBL Founder and President
Steve Sigler has recognized his contribution
to the Arizona baseball community and has
inducted him into the 2018 class of

the MSBL National Hall of Fame.

“I am now playing first base, third base and
pitching for the Giants in our 25-over
division, at least as long as the screws hold
up in my arm,” said Van Gundy. “Our
league runs through the end of October and
then we will begin the playoffs. Our goal is
to expand to an eight teams and then put to-
gether a team or two for the World Series in
a couple of years.”

Terry was a pitcher for the AAA Giants but
broke his arm at the age of 20 and was never
able to fully recover. He then threw in the
then newly formed Arizona MSBL but then
broke it again. But his passion for the game
never faded. Terry and his wife Luann have
produced five children and 10 grandchildren
while Terry is an auto auctioneer. Which has
been his profession for the past 36 years.
