At times in my role as the tournament director, I feel a lot like his character, reliving the same  
things over and over. For example, the Central and Cactus participation rule. Which requires 
a team to bat a minimum of 14 uniformed players. Incredibly, every year this same situation 
continues to come up and the pandemic year is no different.  
  It might be different if the teams didn’t get to pick which division they wanted to participate 
in. Or let’s say a team is playing in the division for the first time. But they are not! These are 
veteran MSBL managers, most with years of experience under their belts. Not only that, but 
by about the seventh inning the other teams manager is well aware that the other team (who’s 
usually winning by a lot) hasn’t batted the required number of players yet.  In most cases it’s 
an honest oversight by the winning manager (who’s about to become the losing manager), 
because he failed to get the 14th guy that one plate appearance. Unfortunately for me, the 
phone call to the manager is always the same. “Hi Bob, it’s Tom - how many guys did you 
bat in your 23-1 win over the Cardinals?” Like a call from the principal, he already knows 
this conversation will not end well for him or his team. The answer is usually the same, “well 
let me check the scorebook”. “I think we batted 14 - no, it looks like we only batted 13.” “We 
were going to get him an at bat in the next inning, but we were the home team and so we did 
not get to bat in the bottom of the inning.” So that 23-1 win just became a crushing 9-0 loss!
