Pairings In The First Round of the Playoffs Determined By Standings 
Website Sorting Doesn’t Match Up With Our Tie Breakers For Wildcard Teams 
By Tom Prendergast 
 Throughout the playoffs, the team with the best preliminary-round record will be the top seed 
and be the home team. If two or more teams end in a tie and all the teams played each other, 
the tiebreaker would head to head competition. If no head-to-head play was involved or head 
to head cannot decide the tiebreaker, then least runs allowed will be used. In order for a  
tiebreaker to be decided by head to head with two or more teams, all teams would have  
needed to play each other and there be a definitive tiebreaker (ie: 1 team beats the other 2).  
If all teams played each other and all beat each other, then runs allowed will be used. 
  During the first round of the playoffs, the pairings are set up based on how teams finish  
during the pool play round. So if 8 teams qualify for the playoffs (from two divisions), teams 
that qualify read like this: top 3 teams from each division and the next 2 best overall records. 
That seems pretty straight forward. Here’s where it gets a little tricky. Lets say the 4th and 5th 
place teams played each other and the 4th place team beat the 5th place team. However they 
each ended up with the same record at 3-3 and the 5th place team allowed fewer runs than the 
4th place team. Since the next two best records are the wildcards, head to head doesn’t count, 
only runs allowed. Under this scenario it’s possible for the 5th place team to end up as one of 
the wildcards, even though the 4th place team finished higher in the divisional standings. In a 
6 game tournament, needless to say - the runs allowed category is a key one!
