Covid-19 Protocols Enforced As Team Has Multiple Players Test Positive 
Central and Cactus Teams Only Need To Bat 10 Batters In The Playoffs

  All in all, the teams and players that have been participating this week have 
been remarkably free of the Covid-19 virus. Our safety protocols have proved 
very reliable in keeping the virus in check. Social distancing and mask wearing 
continue as most participants remain vigilant and aware of their surroundings. According to 
Next Care, approximately 200+ MSBL WS players have been tested. While these tests have 
been 90% negative, several have come back with a false positive result. When that happens a 
player gets retested to confirm the presence of the virus. So far, none of the players who have 
tested positive have shown any symptoms. In some cases, a more detailed and expensive 
blood test is performed, which has proven to be very reliable. Yesterday morning the WS 
staff received a phone call from a team manager who reported that several of his players had 
tested positive for the virus. The decision was made to remove that team from the tournament 
immediately. Unfortunately our options are very limited, especially when multiple players on 
a team test positive. There’s really no other solution than that! 
  Central and Cactus teams in the playoffs today only need to bat a minimum of 10 batters, 
instead of the usual 14, that the participation rule requires. All other rules and regulations 
remain in effect. And finally, it’s worth noting that the 90 degree temperatures this week or 
extremely rare. Typically temperatures in November are in the low to mid 80’s.
